Breathing concrete dust may cause nose, throat, or lung irritation, including choking,
depending on the degree of exposure.

Concrete block contains crystalline silica. Prolonged or repeated inhalation of respirable
crystalline silica from concrete block dust can cause silicosis, a seriously disabling and
fatal lung disease. See Note to Physicians in Section 4 for further information.

Concrete and concrete block are not listed as a carcinogen by International Agency for
Research on Cancer (IARC); U.S. National Toxicology Program (NTP); Globally
Harmonized System (GHS); American Conference of Governmental Industrial Hygienists
(ACGIH). However, concrete and concrete block contains small amounts of crystalline
silica which is classified by IARC, NTP, GHS and ACGIH as a known human carcinogen.

Some studies show that exposure to respirable crystalline silica (without silicosis) or the
disease silicosis may be associated with the increased incidence of several autoimmune
disorders such as scleroderma (thickening of the skin, systemic lupus erythematosus,
rheumatoid arthritis and diseases affecting the kidneys.

Silicosis increases the risk of tuberculosis.

Exposure to respirable silica may increase incidence of chronic kidney disease and end-
stage renal disease.

Do not ingest concrete, concrete block or concrete dust. ingestion may cause distress to
the digestive tract.

Individuals with lung disease (e.g. bronchitis, emphysema, chronic obstructive pulmonary
disease (COPD), pulmonary disease) can have their condition aggravated by exposure {o
concrete dust.

The three (3) types of silicosis include:

1. Simple chronic silicosis-which resuits from fong-term exposure (more than 20 years)
to low amounts of respirable crystaliine silica. Nodules of chronic inflammation and
scarring provoked by the respirable crystalline silica form in the lungs and chest
lymph nodes. This disease may present breathlessness and may resemble COPD,

2. Accelerated silicosis-occurs after exposure 10 larger amounts of respirable crystalline
silicosis over a shorter period of time (5-15 years). Inflammation, scarring, and
symptoms progress faster in accelerated silicosis than in simple chronic silicosis.

3. Acute silicosis-results from short-term exposure to very large amounts of respirable
crystalline silica. The lungs become very inflamed and may fill with fluid, causing
severe shortness of breath and low blood oxygen levels.

Progressive massive fibrosis mat occur in simple chronic or accelerated
silicosis, but it is more common in accelerated silicosis. Progressive massive
fibrosis results from severe scarring and leads to the destruction of normal
lung structures.
